1. Unpack the bathtub and be very careful during installation [ U [u( UUU H
so as to not damage the acrylic surface of the tub.

2. Position the tub in the area where it will be installed. Mark
the centre of the drainage line in relation with the desired
position of the bathtub. (Figure 1)

aromatic solvents, pine oil, etc.

Remove dust and dry dirt with a soft, damp cloth. Clean grease,
oil, paint and ink stains with isopropyl (rubbing) alcohol. Dry
with a clean, soft cloth.

Avoid using razor blades or other sharp instruments that might
scratch the surface. Small scratches can be removed by applying
a thin coat of automotive paste wax and buff lightly with a clean
cloth.

If you use a rubber or plastic anti-skid mat, make sure to remove
it after every shower to avoid harming the surface finish.
